Beginning Quilting-  
8 Sessions, Thursdays, March 4 – April 22.  5:30 – 7:30pm

rotary cutting, machine piecing, quilting, batting, sleeves and
bindings.  Your quilt will be complete when class is finished.
Students should stop into the shop before class to pick out fabrics.

Beginning Free Motion Quilting-

Learn to free motion  quilt.  This form of quilting allows you to finish even the largest quilts on
your own machine at home.  By the end of this class you will be comfortable with free motion
quilting.  We will complete many exercises in class.  This class will also provide a wealth of
